
Potential Survey Questions (for use with the Short Formal Report)
In the Short Formal Report assignment instructions students must carry out a survey of other students to find out their attitudes about bicycle helmets and their willingness to wear them.

When conducting a survey, you should try to get as many people to answer your questions as possible. Do not just give the survey to a few friends or classmates. The more people who answer your survey, the better your data will be. Try to get a variety of students from across the campus to answer your survey questions.

Here are some ideas for survey questions. You may use some or all of these questions. You may add more of your own. 

You may translate your survey into Chinese before getting students to answer your questions, but make sure the copy of your questions that you put into an appendix of the report is in English.

Potential Questions:

Do you ride a bicycle on campus?  Y / N
If Student says No, stop survey

Do you wear a bicycle helmet when you ride?  Y / N

Why? Or Why not? ________________________________________________________

Do you want Jiangnan University to be famous?  Y / N

Do you think you would wear a bicycle helmet under the following circumstances?:

You didn’t have to pay for the helmet, it was given to you
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The bicycle helmet looked stylish and cool
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Everyone else on campus was wearing a bicycle helmet when riding
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Wearing a helmet would help make Jiangnan University famous
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There was a university rule that everyone on campus had to wear a bike helmet when riding a bicycle.
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
